Don't Let This Happen To You!"  One of our choruses has reportedly been fined for not controlling the downloads of MP3 files from their website..."
 

We regret that this information was included in an item about the Society-endorsed chapter management suite from Groupanizer.com. Headquarters staff is unaware of any such fine being levied against a Society chapter, although one chapter was recently assessed a fee of more than $2,000 for copyrighted music that was made available to the general public via their website.

Please remember that most of your chapter's performances and even most of your learning tracks contain copyrighted work. Please ensure that all music on your website is either cleared for public distribution or is kept behind a password-protected firewall--and please track all downloads. Groupanizer provides one excellent method to distribute and monitor learning tracks online. Other methods can be equally valid.

The Groupanizer suite of tools remains heartily endorsed by the Society and by dozens of satisfied chapters. However, the Society does not endorse the "$30,000" figure.

We apologize for the confusion and will ensure that all editions of LiveWire are thoroughly reviewed and fact-checked in the future.
